FUSE

Fuse or protection according to manufacturer’s
recommendation. Current distortion usualy means
that higher rating than drive rating is needed.

RCD, GFCI

RCD (GFCI) ) needed in public installations e.g.
schools etc.

ForEurope 30 mA trip current, lower for the US.
NFO Sinus has max 2 mA. No problem.

Bypass switch can be connected in many ways.
Remember Interlock and don’t forget thermal
protection for motor
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Safety breaker shall not interrrupt motor current.
Make sure that interlock switches inverter off
before opening motor current paths.

T = Thermistor or temperatue switch
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
